Mounting Bracke\

Included with the enclosure are
(4) Pan Head Screws, (4) Nuts and
(4) Rubber Bonded Washers. This is
the hardware needed to mount

the brackets.

When mounting the brackets to
the enclosure, the rubber bonded
washers should be orientated as
shown in the diagram. This will
ensure the mounting holes are

properly sealed.

Secure the mounting brackets to
the enclosure as shown.
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Thread the included
Steel Bands through
slots in the brackets.

First drill through the (4) recessed
holes in the back of the enclosure
(1/4" recommended drill bit size).
Be sure to follow proper safety
procedures when drilling.

Using the hardware supplied
with enclosure, attach
mounting brackets as shown.

Thread the included
o Steel Bands through
' slots in the brackets.

When attaching mounting
& brackets, hand tighten

screws only.

Position mounting brackets as shown
and attach to rear of enclosure using
the M5 screws supplied with enclosure

Thread included steel bands through
brackets before securing to pole.

Ensure that the enclosure is properly secured and structurally sound to
support all loads (weight, wind & ice).
